From all over Germany owners, trainers and 
riders with their horses will gather at the 
racetrack. 

The thoroughbred race is one of the compe-
titions for the German championship.

Interesting for the spectators will be the op-
portunity to place bets, either here or at any 
betting office in Germany.

On the last weekend in August Miesenbach traditionally celebrates its village fair 
with music and entertainment. The fairground with its rides and booths selling 
sweets in the center of Miesenbach will be a treat especially for young visitors.

Steinwenden – at Römerturm tower    
The yeast dumpling fair around Steinwenden’s landmark, the Roman tower, is your 
chance to taste a traditional Palatinate specialty: Steamed yeast dumplings will be 
served with vanilla sauce or wine sauce. 

They will be accompanied by potato soup. Many supporters of the Ramstein-Mie-
senbach museum of local history will again prepare hundreds of these dumplings 
for the visitors.

musicians, rural crafts such as pottery and basket weaving, a tractor exhibition, 
pony riding, plus booths providing information on agriculture and forestry. 
Of course there will be a number of live animals as well. 
And the shops in downtown Ramstein will be open on Sunday afternoon.
